Specific sites that offer hunting may change from year to year. Managed deer hunts are a tool in Virginia State Parks’ overall deer manage-
ment program.

Pocahontas Archery

Hunt by Permit

Pocahontas State Park offers an opportunity for
archery hunters to obtain a permit for archery
hunting in special designated areas. Approxi-
mately 2,500 acres are open on designated days
only to archery hunters who obtain a permit
through the main park office. Permits are lim-
ited to a total of 100 permits. All normal DWR
regulations and bag limits apply to this hunt.
Proof of hunter safety education course comple-
tion is required to obtain a permit.

Wheelin’ Sportsmen Hunt

There are three special opportunities for people
with mobility impairment disabilities to partici-
pate in hunts. Special Muzzleloader hunts will
be held at Shenandoah River State Park and at
Lake Anna State Park. A special General Fire-
arms hunt will be held at Staunton River State
Park.

Participants must be accompanied by a non-
hunting adult, and meet all hunter education
and licensing requirements.

Overnight Accommodations

and economical overnight accommodations,
with housekeeping cabins and campsites rang-
ing from primitive sites to sites with electric
and water hookups.

Accommodations are available at many sites
during part of the hunting season. To make
